A Study of the Stone Tablet Erected
at Pa-tu, Taipei during
the Ch’ing Period

Abstract

The purpose of this paper is to examine the period of time when the
Stone Tablet at Pa-tu was erected by Tamsui T’ung-chih (Sulepre Fectural
Magisteate of Tamsui) , and the importance of the stone in Taiwan history.

The paper has drawn the following important conclusions:

1. The Stone Tablet was erected in AD 1745 to 1748 (the tenth to the
thirteenth of Ch’ien Lung).

2. The Stone Tablet at Pa-tu is the oldest one in Northern Taiwan.

3. The Stone Tablet at Pa-tu is a symbol of the prevention of conflicts
between the Han Chinese immigrants and the Aborigines of Northern
Taiwan under the Ch’ing dynasty. It should be designated as a
historical mounment and, hence, protected by the Government as

one of Taiwan’s important historical remains.
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
