Political Participation in Developing
Countries: On S. Huntington’s Theory

ABSTRACT

The processes by which electoral and other forms of political
participation spread in the Western industrial democracies have
fascinated political scientists for a century and a half. Until the mid-
1960s, the political participation of Asia, Africa and Latin America have
attracted the interests of political scientists. Perhaps the most striking
evolution, however, has been in the progressive — though still incom-
plete and contested — shift in our basic conception of participation from
an older to a newer image. The pioneer works by Samuel P. Huntington
on political participation in developing countries was a major stimulant
to the image shift. The inconsistencies of the two images may still be
influencing our research designs. The aim of this article is to evaluate
the fundamental thesis of Samuel P. Huntington’s theory and a variety of
alternative models, and on the basis of this, to clarify some of the
methodological problems generated by the image shift.
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
